Bottle Drive

Concept:

Ask family, friends, and neighbours to donate recyclable bottles and cans to your ALS bottle drive. You should have the help of an adult if you need transportation to pick up these bottles. A special permit is required to solicit door-to-door donations so be sure to only go to the doors of people that you know, and phone them ahead of time to see if they are interested in donating their cans and bottles to your fundraiser. Another alternative way to organize your bottle drive is have the bottle activity centralized from your garage or front lawn, this will work better if your house is on a busy street. Let your neighbours know what you are planning by creating bottle drive information sheets letting them know what, why, where and when you are holding the fundraiser and invite them to bring over recyclable bottles and cans on a particular day. You can leave these sheets, along with ALS information sheets, in your neighbours’ mailboxes a couple days before the event. Bring a friend along with you to do this, it will be safer and more fun! 

Communication:

1. Before starting with the fundraising planning, you should share this idea with your parent(s) or guardian(s) and get their permission. 

2. Next, contact the ALS Society of Alberta and let Wayne Steer hear about your idea (403-228-3857).  The Society needs to know about fundraisers that are not planned by the Society and requires that a short form be completed and signed by an adult before the fundraiser can be officially approved by the Society. 

3. If you are intending to pick up the bottles with an adult, call people that you know to get permission (or their parent’s permission) to go to their house to do this.  Bring ALS information sheets to hand out to your friends and relatives who donate bottles. If you are planning on having people bring their bottles to you, distribute bottle drive information sheets and ALS information sheets to houses in your neighbourhood. You don’t have to ring the bell, just leave the sheets somewhere noticeable where they will not blow away. 

Cost: 

Depending on the way that your fundraiser is organized, there may be a cost for fuel to drive to the various pickup locations. Another cost will be for printing the bottle drive information sheets and the ALS information sheets.
