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Concept: 

Organize a group of friends and/or family to offer cleaning services to family and neighbours – but for a fee! The money raised from your day of scrubbing, washing and weeding will go directly to the ALS Society of Alberta. Rake leaves, shovel walks, wash cars, do dishes, polish silver…the possibilities are endless. Be sure that you have permission to charge for these services before you go ahead, cleaning for no good reason just isn’t any fun! Wear gloves and be careful when working with any cleaning solutions (don’t hesitate to request only jobs that do not require working with cleaning solutions). Also, only offer to clean for people who you and other adult organizer(s) know and trust! 

Communication: 

1. Before starting with the event planning, you should share this idea with your parent(s) or guardian(s) and get their permission. 

2. Next, contact the ALS Society of Alberta and let Wayne Steer hear about your idea (403-228-3857).  The Society needs to know about fundraisers that are not planned by the Society and requires that a short form be completed and signed by an adult before the fundraiser can be officially approved by the Society. 

3. Let your friends know what is going on. A good way to do this is through writing the details down for everyone, that way if parents have questions they can have a look at the plan.  Printing ALS information sheets would be a good way to let others know why you want to be a part of Youth AnnihiLateS ALS. Once you have the details figured out, start letting people know what you are planning. Print off information sheets for your fundraiser and ALS information sheets to hand out to people you think would be interested in testing out your cleaning skills. The information sheets might also be used to recruit others into helping you clean.

4. Ideally an adult chaperone would accompany each team. As mentioned above, cleaning should only be done for people whom the organizers know and trust. Teams should be no smaller than two people and in the event that no adult is present teams should consist of at least two youth 14 or older. Adult organizers should know where each team is located at all times and the appropriate contact information. 

Cost: Costs related to this fundraiser are for printing the fundraiser information sheets and the ALS information sheets. You should not be expected to provide cleaning supplies or equipment.
