Crazy Colours and Curls

Concept: 

You’ve heard of shaving your head for cancer causes, why not colour your hair for ALS? It is less permanent and it can be more noticeable – depending on the colours chosen. Dye your locks indigo or fuchsia…or both. Home hair dye kits are fairly inexpensive and a lot of dyes are not permanent. If dying your hair is a bit too extreme, maybe you could give yourself a whacky haircut or hairstyle. This would likely work best as an event where pledges are collected. The more friends who are willing (with their parents’ permission of course!) to dye, cut or style their hair far from the ordinary, the better. 

Communication: 

1. Before starting with the event planning, you should share this idea with your parent(s) or guardian(s) and get their permission. 

2. Next, contact the ALS Society of Alberta and let Wayne Steer hear about your idea (403-228-3857).  The Society needs to know about fundraisers that are not planned by the Society and requires that a short form be completed and signed by an adult before the fundraiser can be officially approved by the Society. 

3. If you are planning on recruiting participants at school, you should let your principal know what you want to do.

4. Create pledge forms for yourself and others who are involved. Encourage people who you are collecting donations from to write a cheque for the ALS Society of Alberta instead of sending cash. When collecting pledges it would be a good idea to provide your supporters with an information sheet on ALS and the ALS Society of Alberta

Cost: 

You will have to pay for the hair dye if you are going this route. If you are planning a whacky hairdo, you may need to pay for a professional hairstylist. Ideally an adult who cuts hair could volunteer their time and skills to the event. You will need to pay for the print materials associated with this fundraiser.
