Chewing Gum Day

Concept: 

If your school does not allow students to chew gum indoors, this idea might be for you! You can approach your principal with the idea of selling a “Chewing Gum Pass” for a particular day. These paper passes can be bought by students with a minimum donation to the ALS Society and will allow students to chew gum in class without penalty on a designated day. It would be a good idea to have the principal sign these passes him/herself. Provide an information page to students who participate and teachers so that they can understand what is motivating you to make a difference and raise ALS awareness and funds for the ALS Society of Alberta.

Communication: 

1. Before starting with the event planning, you should share this idea with your parent(s) or guardian(s) and get their permission. 

2. Next, contact the ALS Society of Alberta and let Wayne Steer hear about your idea (403-228-3857).  The Society needs to know about fundraisers that are not planned by the Society and requires that a short form be completed and signed by an adult before the fundraiser can be officially approved by the Society. 

3. Talk to your principal about your idea. You can give your principal Wayne’s contact information if any questions arise about the society or the Youth AnnihiLateS ALS program. You will need the principal’s permission before you can proceed from this point and the Society will need to hear directly from the principal that the initiative is supported by the administration.

4. Create a letter promoting the event to be sent to the students in your school, or to your classmates if the fundraiser is on a smaller scale, explaining your fundraising effort and attach an ALS information sheet to it. Don’t forget to include information on WHEN and WHERE students can buy these passes!  Sample chewing gum passes and promotional letters are provided below. An ALS information sheet is available on this website.

Students are expected to properly dispose of their used chewing gum. Improper disposal of gum could result in detention and/or revoking the student’s chewing gum pass for the remainder of the day. Student’s who lose their chewing gum privileges are not entitled to a rebate of any kind from any party involved in this initiative, including the teacher, principal, student organizers or the ALS Society of Alberta.
