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Concept: 

Get a group of friends together to decorate T-Shirts. Craft supplies will be needed and you have the option to award prizes (for example homemade cupcakes) and/or certificates for various T-shirt categories: most colorful, overall best design, most likely to be made by a future fashion designer, etc. Participants should bring their own plain T-shirt to be decorated at your event. Funds can be raised by charging a participation fee (recommended amount $10-15). Be creative with the materials you provide to decorate the shirts with. Scraps of fabric, lace, buttons, beads, permanent markers, glitter glue, silk flowers etc. might be easily found in your household ‘junk’ drawer. Ask participants to bring any decorative material from home that might be fun to use to decorate the shirts. Be sure to provide ways to fasten the decorations onto the shirts, such as fabric glue, safety pins, Velcro strips and sewing needles and thread. Provide an information page to those interested in participating in the event so that they can understand what is motivating you to make a difference and raise ALS awareness and funds for the ALS Society of Alberta.  

Communication: 

1. Before starting with the fundraising planning, you should share this idea with your parent(s) or guardian(s) and get their permission. 

2. Next, contact the ALS Society of Alberta and let Wayne Steer hear about your idea (403-228-3857).  The Society needs to know about fundraisers that are not planned by the Society and requires that a short form be completed and signed by an adult before the fundraiser can be officially approved by the Society. 

3. Let your friends know what you are planning. Print event 4-1-1 sheets and ALS information sheets to hand out to people you think would be interested. The 4-1-1 sheets will probably be used by your friends to ask their parents to let them participate so include as many details as possible.
Cost: 
The cost of this event is completely dependant on the materials you are planning on supplying for the event. Plain T-shirts can be bought new, from a thrift shop or be something already in your closet!
